We mourn the loss of CLP Theodore (Ted) Prichard, who passed away this year on October 16th after a battle with cancer.

Ted was born in Augusta, Georgia and grew up in Aiken, South Carolina. Ted graduated from The Citadel in 1965 with a B.S. in
Business and he proudly served our country in Vietham with the 173rd Airborne Brigade 1966-67 and the 82nd Airborne Division
in 1968. Ted was twice decorated, receiving the Bronze Star and Army Commendation Medal. He was successful as an account
representative with Merrill Lynch and owned his own pecan processing business as well as a farm supply and feed mill.
