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An Interview with Hal Hayden, CLP 
The leasing business has been an interesting and fun adventure for me, and I’ve even made a little money 
along the way!  Even better, I’ve gotten to know some terrific people that have become good friends. 

I first learned about equipment leasing when I was fresh recruit at IBM, where we always offered leasing as an 
option for our mainframe computers. (Yep – I’m that old!)  When the personal computer became a viable 
business solution, IBM did not want to lease them so I started a small company in Austin, Texas to offer PC 
leasing through the reseller channel.  My wife, Cathie eventually joined the business and we learned a lot of 
great lessons over the next ten years as we grew and branched out into other markets.  We joined WAEL when 
there were only two or three members from Texas and I studied hard to prepare for the first version of the CLP 
exam.  (It caused me some “brain damage”, but I passed!)  Then, when we were ready for a change, we sold 
the company and moved to Prescott, Arizona, a small town in the Northern high country of the state. 

I continued to enjoy new challenges, such as developing a program for leasing enterprise software licenses, 
which was considered a somewhat sketchy proposition in the late 90’s.  In 2004 I had learned a bit about the 
fledgling wireless internet business and decided, along with two partners, to develop a program for funding all of the equipment needed 
for a growing wireless network.  We launched Agility Solutions (now Agility Ventures) with a good understanding of the wireless 
business model, but no easy way to find the best operators and no funding sources interested in this type of transaction.  We decided 
the best solution for funding was to raise the money ourselves by creating a private investment fund.  After all, how hard could it be? 

Well, of course it turned out to be a long and difficult endeavor, but eventually we had developed a good funding mechanism and built a 
nice little niche business for ourselves, which we still enjoy today.  Once again, I have really enjoyed the challenge of developing a new 
lease product for an untapped market and also creating our own source of funding.  The lessons I have learned along the way – from 
my early days as a broker studying for the CLP exam - have served me very well in recent years. 

What does your perfect day start with? 
My perfect day starts with a mountain-bike ride on the trails in the national forest right out of our back door.  Then I like to stop at the 
local funky coffee shop for a strong cup to take to my office, which is in “downtown” Prescott on the courthouse square, in a very old 
bank building with lots of character. 

Would you like to share an interesting hobby or acc omplishment? 
I’ve been crazy about flying all my life – everything from hang gliders to the beautiful Beechcraft Bonanza we are lucky enough to have 
now.  Earlier this year I became a volunteer for a national organization called Lighthawk, a group of pilots who volunteer their aircraft 
and services for conservation efforts.  For my first mission, I was asked to fly two photographers over the North Rim of the Grand 
Canyon so they could get some shots of the uranium mines perched right on the canyon’s edge.  There have been concerns for years 
about the minerals leaching into the river below and efforts were underway to stop any new mining permits on the Rim of the Canyon. 

 
 

An Interview with Rob Crivello, CLP 
How did you get your start in the leasing industry?  
I actually started on the auto leasing side. Then, after broadening my knowledge, moved to the equipment side 
and for the next twenty plus years have worked in small, medium and large ticket. During 1996, I formed 
Windsor Capital Finance with a primary focus on vendor business. One thing I did learn while running my own 
business was that in order to keep some vendors happy, I needed to expand my geographic footprint for 
funding and now do business in USA, Canada and EU. 

What do you enjoy most about your job? 
The most enjoyment occurs when a satisfied customer calls back to do more business. Knowing how many 
times a good credit gets “touched” by other brokers, lessors and marketing efforts, it’s rewarding to know that a 
relationship has been built. 

How do you enjoy your free time? 
I have enjoyed cycling for many years – so when time permits, I’m on my bike. Each year I try to participate in 
at least one or two charity rides – good fun and for good causes. 

What is your favorite book?  
It’s difficult to pick just one…but, I strongly recommend “THE ENDURANCE”, by Caroline Alexander. It’s the story of Sir Ernest 
Shackleton’s legendary 1914 expedition to Antarctica. The book not only depicts one of the greatest stories of adventure ever, it’s also 
a strong commentary on leadership, teamwork and a willingness to believe. 

What thought or message would you put in a fortune cookie?
